Or you may choose images of
microscopic organisms — viruses, plankton,
blood cells etc. Your interpretation can be
semi-abstract, inspired by the source
material.

This lends itself to experiments with different
media and combinations. Think paint, resist,
pen, pastel.. You might want to consider
